Reading Diaries are used in KS2. These contain support

These books double up as Magpie Books, providing the
children with space to note down interesting words and
phrases spotted in their reading

These books need to be in school each day

Children will be sent home with one banded book and one
reading for pleasure book

If | have an important message about your child’s progress |
will write in the home diary or give you a call

We will have whole class reading 3 x per week, reading for
fluency x 1 and go to the Reading Hub once a week

On Thursday at 2pm we will visit the Reading Hub. Children
will choose one banded book and one book for pleasure.
Children can send in a birthday book to help us to celebrate
their special days. We have labels to put inside the book
naming the child who donated it. Please speak to us if you
